Our congregation has had a relationship with thangelical Lutheran Church
in America since the ELCA’s founding in 1988. A sent of our congregation
has called into question whether we should contwitiethis affiliation. A task
force charged with the responsibility to look itihis question gave their report
in May 2006. During the season of the Metanoia essc we followed the
recommendation to set aside this question in dodexcus on other issues. Now

it is time to revisit the matter.

The church council has set a series of meetinghéomonth of April. These
meetings will give congregation members the opputyuto hear about and
dialog over the various aspects of the questiomwlnéther Nazareth should
remain affiliated with the ELCA. Then, on Sundayay4, a congregational
meeting is scheduled for the purpose of makingcésa. To disassociate from
the ELCA would require a two-thirds vote, a nindby waiting period during
which the Bishop of the Synod would address thg@mgation, and a second votg
that would also require a two-thirds majority indaof leaving the denomination.
